Injury and repair can be mistaken for 
malignancy such as Proliferative fascitis , 

Proliferative Myositis , Myositis 
Ossificans ,Florid reactive periostitis , 

Fracture callus

These are loosely termed as   
“ Pseudosarcomatous lesions ”

Important Learning issue
Awareness is necessary to avoid overdiagnosis and overtreatment 

Sometimes benign soft tissue and bone 
tumours such as ancient Schwannomas , 
Symplastic Leiomyomas, Osteoblastomas 
may focally show large hyperchromatic 

nuclei leading to an overdiagnosis of 
malignancy. 

These are then loosely termed 
“Pseudomalignant lesions ”
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
